My friends, we can sing the great hymns of Easter, we can hear again the familiar stories of
scripture, and we can enjoy the lilies, hyacinths, and tulips. Easter can be experienced in
these ways. But the real power of Easter is the way that people's lives are moved from death
to life, from sealed tomb to open doorway, from despair to hope, from the old ways to new
opportunities. That is Easter. That is resurrection.
People ask me, “Why do you believe in the resurrection?” Let me tell you why, I believe.

I believe in the resurrection because I have seen the God of resurrection at work. I have seen
the risen Christ raise people from the death of despair to the joy of new life. As I write this
column, I recall spending time in the ICU a couple of days ago; I held a frightened Dave
Metzger’s hand and told him that he was going to be resurrected and go to heaven. I was
choked up with emotion telling him that as I knew he was about to enter the church trium-
phant. Throughout my life, I have seen people resurrected from their tombs time and time
again.

Christ is Risen! Christ is Risen, Indeed!

I believe in the resurrection each time I teach Sunday School and Confirmation classes and
the participants have their aha moments. I believe in the resurrection each time a person is
baptized. You can too! You are cordially invited to come to TLC on May 1* as we welcome
Christephor Gilbert at the baptismal font, when he claims his inheritance as a child of God
(albeit a taller, older child of God). How fitting for him to be baptized on the Sunday that we
hear from doubting Thomas.

That’s Easter. The Risen Lord comes back to life... and assures the disciples that
they are forgiven.

e  Peter had denied his Lord three times.
- Thomas had doubted.
- All the disciples had forsaken Him.

But, Christ came back, forgave them, and resurrected them. He came back to
share with them... He comes today, this Easter, to share with YOU the joy, the
encouragement and the forgiveness of Easter.

Why do I believe in resurrection? I believe in it because somebody told me about
it. I believe in it because it has stood the test of time. But supremely, I believe in
it because I have seen it in the life of others and I have experienced it myself.

It is why I can stand in the sanctuary each Sunday in Easter and shout: CHRIST
IS RISEN! ALLELUIA, ALLELUIA! And your response will be CHRIST IS
RISEN, INDEED! ALLELUIA, ALLELUIA!

[EOIERN 775 series is an attempt to explain the differences between the
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod (LCMS) and the Lutheran
Church-Evangelical Lutheran Church of America (ELCA).

We will begin with the LCMS. The Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod is de-
scribed as a traditional, confessional Lutheran Denomination in the United
States. With 2.4 million members, it is both the eighth largest Protestant de-
nomination and the second-largest Lutheran body in the U.S. after the Evangeli-
cal Lutheran Church in America.

The Synod was founded in Chicago Illinois, in 1847 by German-American Im-
migrants. The LCMS is headquartered in St. Louis Missouri. One of the signa-
ture teachings of the Lutheran Reformation is the teaching named Sola scripture-
“Scri pt u Tk MAsbua Byrod believes that the Bible is the only stan-
dard by which church teachings can be judged. Missouri Synod pastors and con-
gregations agree to teach in harmony with the Book of Concord (we will exam-
ine the teachings of this book later) because it teaches and faithfully explains the
word of God. The Missouri Synod also teaches the Bible is inspired by God and
is without error. For this reason, they reject much-if not all-of modern biblical
scholarship........ to be continued.

THE EPISTLE TO THE HEBREWS ( May 22nd to June 26th )

The Epistle to the Hebrews was included in the canon of Scripture
because Christians in the third and fourth centuries believed that St.
Paul had written it. Since neither the style nor content reflect the
works of Paul more modern scholarship, including Martin Luther, be-
lieve that someone else wrote it. Luther believed that Apollos wrote it.
Others have suggested Barnabas or Priscilla. In the latter case, it
would be our only New Testament book written by a woman.

The book stresses the superiority of Christ and faith over the old Jew-
ish religion. It is speculated that some Christians, having faced perse-
cution, were seeking to leave the faith for the Jewish faith. The author
was writing to counter this trend.

Bill and I will both participate in the leadership of this study.

THE CUP OF OUR LIFE (July 3rd through August 28th )

Currently on the horizon for our late Summer study, we have another
popular spiritual book by Joyce Rupp, OSM. Last Summer the class
enjoyed Rupp's book Open The Door. So they voted to read and dis-
cuss another of her book's this Summer. In July and August we will,
therefore, read and discuss The Cup of Our Life: A Guide to Spiritual
Growth.

from Presiding Bishop Mark S. Hanson

So they left the tomb quickly with fear and great
Jjoy, and ran to tell his disciples. - Matthew 28:8

Mary Magdalene and Mary walked to Jesus’ grave, expecting to find death.
It’s understandable. Images of violence filled their minds. Thoughts of
their vulnerability and mortality deadened their spirits. Death had become
the defining story of their lives.

Instead of death, the women met a resurrection messenger who said, “He is
not here: for he has been raised, as he said.” As they hurried to tell others,
the risen Jesus met them. They were changed. Now resurrection, not death,
would define their lives.

Jesus lives! Now resurrection, not death, defines our lives. Jesus continues
to meet you in resurrection messengers, just as Jesus met me in Pastor
Josephus Livenson Lauvanus, president of the Lutheran Church of Haiti.
As we walked through the ruins and rubble that lie in the aftermath of
Haiti’s earthquake, Pastor Livenson Lauvanus proclaimed, “We will not be
defined by rubble, but by restoration, for we are a people of the resurrec-

tion.”

Baptized into Jesus’ death and raised to newness of life we, too, are people
of the resurrection. We, too, are resurrection messengers. We, too, are

about God’s work of restoration.

The world aches to hear the message we have to tell. Sing with joy! Jesus
lives! We are a people of the resurrection.
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SERIOUS THEOLOGY

I have placed some new books on the display shelf in the Library. These will
replace the popular classics which some people have shown interest during
the past two months. These new books are not for the "faint of heart" or
those who want easy reading. They are for the serious theological student,
ordained ministers, and really intelligent lay people.

For example; Jesus And The Word by Rudolph Bultmann will challenge one's
traditional faith. Bultmann, famous for his demythologizing the Bible stories
has this to say in a section of his book on "Belief in Miracles." He wrote:
"Most of the wonder tales contained in the Gospels are legendary, at best
they have legendary embellishments."Several of the books focus on the per-
son and works of Christ. Emil Brunner's The Mediator is one of these. John
Knox's Jesus: Lord and Christ, is another. Brunner is one of the Neo-
Orthodox Theologians, and Knox should not be confused with the Protestant
Reformer of Scotland in the 16th century. These books are very readable
once the reader gets familiar with certain biblical and theological terms (like
"mediator" for example). Shirley Guthrie's Christian Doctrine, is a helpful
book on theology that goes beyond the person of Jesus Christ and examines
the three persons in the Trinity. It is solid Reformed theology.

Oscar Cullman's Christ And Time is a classic. Anyone interested in how the
New Testament writers viewed time will find this a must for reading. Cull-
man is a respected New Testament scholar. John Cobb's Christ In A Plural-
istic Age is representative of "Process Theology." We have discussed Process
Theology earlier in our course on "The Liberal Mind." (Adult Education,
2010) The process theologians base their theology around the philosophy of
Alfred North Whitehead. We do have one of Whitehead's books in our library
too. Christ In A Pluralistic Age is difficult reading and this writer was chal-
lenged by it when he tried to read it a decade ago.

A much easier book on Process Theology for the lay reader is Marjori Hewit
Suchocki's (pronounced Sue-hockey) Gods: Presence: Theological Reflec-
tions On Prayer. Process Theology is embedded in this easily read book on
God and prayer.
