MORE ABOUT MARTIN LUTHER—Debbie Carter 

 

The Lutheran denomination is the oldest Protestant denomination. Martin Lu-

ther taught that salvation comes by the grace of God and faith in Christ alone, 

and the many rituals and works prescribed by the (Catholic) church were not 

only unnecessary, but a stumbling block to salvation. He rejected such tradi-

tions as the intermediary role of priests, priestly celibacy, the Latin Bible and 

liturgy, purgatory, and advocated for the scriptures to be available to the laity in 

their own language.  

Despite his rejection of many aspects of medieval Catholicism, Luther did ac-

cept many aspects of church practice that did not contradict the scriptures. Some other Protestant 

groups, by contrast, rejected any Catholic tradition not explicitly commanded in the Bible. For this 

reason, Lutheran churches tend to have more of a Catholic "look and feel" than their more austere 

Presbyterian counterparts. 

In the 17th century, Lutherans began to migrate to the United States, bringing their language, cul-

ture, and Lutheran faith with them. As the number of Lutheran congregations grew, some began to 

join together to form "synods," or church bodies.  

On January 1, 1988, three American synods, the American Lutheran Church, the Association of 

Evangelical Lutheran Churches and the Lutheran Church in America, merged to become the Evan-

gelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA).

We have another generous donation to our Church Library to announce this 

month. This donation came in the form of a memorial from Karole Spangler 

and her Father, Robert L. Spangler, in memory of Carroll Spangler. The 

Spangler’s have given us the 400th anniversary edition of the Geneva Bible 

complete with marginal notes and footnotes. 

 

 

MORE ABOUT THE  GENEVA BIBLE:   

 

The Geneva Bible was the Bible carried to the new world by our Pilgrim Fathers and Mothers. 

When Protestants were driven out of England by Edward Tudor (son of Bloody Mary Tudor) they 

fled to John Calvin’s protected kingdom where a team of scholars, theologians and translators 

translated the Bible into English. This Bible not only contained the text of the Bible in English but 

included many marginal notes and footnotes to help the readers understand the Bible.  So the Ge-

neva Bible became the first Bible translated by a committee and the first study Bible in history. 

The Calvinistic footnotes became a bone of contention for the new king who caused a new transla-

tion to be prepared which became known as the King James Version. 

 

The Geneva Bible was unique not only in that it was the first study Bible, it was also the first Bible 

translated completely from the original languages -- Hebrew and Greek. 

 

It was also the Bible of William Shakespeare, John Milton, John Bunyan and the Puritans. If you 

want to know more about the history and uniqueness of the Geneva Bible, there is a wonderful in-

troduction to the Geneva Bible in the front of the volume. 

 

We invite everyone to look at this Bible, but we ask that it be retained in the Church Library. It is 

not meant to be taken home.  Thank you, Karole and Robert for this impressive addition to our 

Church Library.
